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* Face coverings must be worn at all times in LMH;
please bring an extra one to change during the
break

* LMH fresh air ventilation system will be used
throughout the rehearsal; outside doors will be
left open

* LMH is deep cleaned on a daily basis and the
committee will additionally disinfect all surfaces
prior to rehearsals that are likely to be touched
by members

* Please ensure you bring all of this term’s music
to all rehearsals

* Rehearsals will take place between 7:30pm and
9:00pm with a 10 minute break
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We know that no vaccination is 100% effective and

so we are relying very much on everyone’s

adherence to current legislation, for members to
be triple vaccinated and for everyone to follow
any additional safety measures that are put in
place by the committee. So far, thanks to everyone
sticking to our rules, there have been no cases of
